Meeting Minutes -Montgomery County Emergency Services District No. 6

The meeting was called to order by David Miller, District Board President.

· The Board convened and the meeting was called to order by Commissioner Miller at 12:22 p.m. 
· The Board conducted roll call with a quorum present.  
· The Board opened the floor for public comment though none was offered.
· [bookmark: _Hlk31360114][bookmark: _Hlk50021811]The Board next addressed item 3 of the agenda, minutes of prior meetings. The minutes were reviewed for the April 26, 2022 regular meeting. Motion by Commissioner Kelley and second by Commissioner Cook to approve the minutes as presented by Counsel.  After discussion the motion was approved 4 to 0.

Maria Felder of Municipal Accounts and Consulting presented a report on the financial status of the District for review and action, and she provided a verbal summary of the monthly report and bills for payment. Ms. Felder reported: payment to LAW Construction for concrete project; P&L budget performance for April noting it was up to date; pre-payment for new trucks reflected in the up-to-date P&L; 96.20% of the 2021 property tax levy has been collected; sales tax collected for all months in 2022 have been higher than that for same period in 2021; and TexPool interest is up to 0.69% which is higher than all CDs currently.  Motion by Commissioner Click and second by Commissioner Kelley to accept the report and approve the investments and bills as presented.  After discussion the motion was approved 5 to 0.
· The Board next addressed took agenda item 5, amendments/revisions to District budget(s).  No action required by the Board.
· The Board then addressed agenda item 6, to review and act on items related to construction, improvements, repairs, renovations, and equipment purchases for District facilities, including selection/engagement of contractor(s), architectural, testing or other services. Chief Johnson reported Station 122 has some warranty items being addressed.  He also noted the concrete repairs had been completed at Station 121. No action required by the Board
· The Board took no action on agenda item 7, disposition of surplus and/or salvage property. No action required by the Board.  
· The Board next addressed item 8 of the agenda, acquisition and financing of capital equipment and vehicles. No action required by the Board
· The Board then addressed item 9 of the agenda, regarding real estate matters.  Commissioner Click made a Motion and second by Commissioner Cook to approve amendment to the contract for the sale of property to EMCID to extend closing to May 27, 2022.  After discussion the motion was approved 5 to 0.
A Motion was then made by Commissioner Cook to authorize the Board officers to execute closing documentation upon availability of same.  Commissioner Click seconded the Motion. After discussion the motion was approved 5 to 0.
Chief Johnson reported he is looking at some land in the Friendswood Development area with prices currently approximately $12/square foot for 4.2 acres.  No action required by the Board.
· The Board addressed item 10 of the agenda, to receive a report from the Fire Department. Chief Johnson presented a report noting the following: Chief Johnson and Ms. Black attended a training at TAMU on disasters; looking into some Conroe SPA annexations with MUDs that seem to be mainly in ESD 7. No action required by the Board.
· The Board next addressed item 11 of the agenda, matters related to COVID-19.  Chief Johnson reported the Department to currently be in COVID quarantine.  No action required by the Board. 
· The Board then addressed agenda item 12, Interlocal Agreement with Montgomery County pertaining to housing and use of apparatus and vehicles.  No action required by the Board.
· The Board next addressed agenda item 13, records management issues. No action required by the Board. 
· The Board did not exercise the option to enter Closed Session under item 14, to consult with legal counsel, item 15, deliberation of real estate matters or item 16, discussion of personnel matters. 
· The Board next addressed agenda item 17, personnel matters.  No action required by the Board.
