CONSTITUTION

Article 1

Name and Purpose

This body shall be known and designated as The Queen Anne-Hillsboro Volunteer Fire Company, Inc.  Its’ principal purpose is to assist in an emergency within the agreed upon fire service areas and outside the area upon request of another company.  Its’ secondary purpose is to render community services.  To fulfill the social and assistance portions of the Articles of Incorporation, an auxiliary may be formed to work with and assist the Company.

Article 2

Membership

A full member is an individual who is eighteen years of age or older who has successfully passed the probationary and/or any other requirement of the Company.  Members will have the privilege of membership including voting and may be called upon to perform specific duties.  The annual dues shall be one dollar ($1.00) per calendar year in advance.  Members will be expelled when dues become ninety (90) days in arrears.  At the end of sixty (60) days they will be notified that they will be expelled in thirty (30) days unless dues are paid I full before that time.  Anyone desiring to become a member shall file an application with the Company.  The application shall be brought before the members at their next meeting.  The President shall refer the application to the standing membership committee to investigate the applicant and bring back its’ recommendation.  By written ballot, members present shall vote on the request for membership.  The majority vote of the members present will elect the candidate to six month’s probationary membership.  Candidates for membership under eighteen (18) years of age must have parental or guardians written consent to their joining the Fire Company.
Article 3

CORPORATE OFFICERS

(also known as the Board of Directors)

The officers of The Queen Anne-Hillsboro Volunteer Fire Company, Incorporated shall consist of eleven (11) members; President, Vice President, Secretary, Treasurer, Chief, Chief Engineer, EMS Captain and Fire Chief, as well as fire (5) members of the Company elected by name.  Election of officers shall be held at the first meeting in December by written ballot.  Officers will take office on the first (1st) of January.  The fiscal year shall be the calendar year.  The Secretary is an Ex-Officio member.

Article 4
Meetings

Regular meetings of the Company shall be held on the second (2nd) and fourth (4th) Tuesday evening of each month.  Seven members shall constitute a quorum for the transaction of business.  Special meetings may be called at any time by the President or by written request of five (5) members.  Meetings may be canceled by a vote of the Company.

Article 5

Removals and Expulsion

Any member may be removed from office or expelled from the Company for breach of trust or improper conduct.  An opportunity shall always be provided for the member to defend the action before the Board of Directors.  

Article 6

Auditing Committee

The President and immediate past President shall constitute a permanent auditing committee; making a report of the condition of the accounts of the Treasurer, Vice President and Chief Engineer at the first annual meeting and perform such other duties as  the Company may direct.

Article 7

Decisions

Any doubt which may arise as to the true meaning of any parts of this Constitution or bylaws shall be submitted to the Board of Directors.  Its’ decision shall be final.

Article 8

Amendments

Amendments to the Constitution may be made in the following manner.  The proposed amendment shall be submitted in writing at a regular meeting of the Company.  The President shall then refer the recommendation to the standing bylaws committee for examination.  The committee shall report its’ recommendation on the proposed amendment at the next regular meeting.  The proposed amendment shall be considered in the regular order of business.  The recommendation shall be adopted if it receives the vote of two-thirds (2/3) of the members present.

Constitution Amendments

Article 2

A full member is an individual who is sixteen years or older who has successfully passed the Probationary period and any other Requirements establish by the Company.

The Annual dues shall be one dollar ($1.00) per calendar year in advance.

The President shall Refer application to the Standing membership committee to investigate the applicant and bring back its’ recommendation.

Article 3

Corporate Officers

Also known as the Board of Directors

The Officers of the Queen Anne-Hillsboro Volunteer Fire Company, Incorporated.  It shall consist of Eleven (11) members:  President, Vice President, Treasurer, Chief Engineer, EMS Captain and Fire Chief as well as Five (5) members of the Company elected by name.

The Secretary is an Ex Officio member.

Article 6

The President and Immediate Past President shall constitute a permanent audition committee, making a report of the condition of the accounts of the Chief, EMS Captain Treasurer, Vice President and Chief Engineer at the first annual meeting and perform other such audits as the Company may direct.

Article 9

The President shall then refer the recommendation to the standing Bylaws Committee for Examination.
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
